
Students participated in the 2010 Scoopôs Reading Challenge which took place from  March 

3 through April 14. This program is sponsored by the Pensacola Pelicans Baseball Team and 
other local businesses and is used to help encourage reading in a fun way. The program is set up 
on a "base" system, and each ñbaseò represents a reading goal set by Mrs. Parker and Ms.       
Peterson. Each time a student advanced a ñbase,ò he or she earned a prize associated with that 
base. First base was a coupon for a free 32 oz. frozen drink from Tom Thumb. Second base prize 
was a dinner coupon from Golden Corral. Third base and Home earned free tickets to a Pelicansô 
baseball game. As an added incentive, All -Stars from each class were selected to receive a free 
membership into the 2010 Pelicansô Kidsô Club! This membership means free admission to all 
Sunday games and a t -shirt. The  All -Stars from Ms. Parkerôs classes were Sequoyah Halfacre and 
Julio Rodriguez.    Ms. Petersonôs All-Stars were Breanna Austin, Bryanna Brazzell, and Jeremiah 
Wilson.  

How is the FCAT scored?  
The Florida Department of Education uses electronic scoring for most grades and a 
combination of electronic scoring and ñhandscoringò for grades with performance 
tasks. All of the answer documents that students complete are scanned using a 
process called imaging. An electronic picture of each page is taken, including stu-
dentsô answers in their own handwriting. The scanning, imaging, and scoring are 
done by one of the Departmentôs contractors. 
Studentsô multiple-choice and gridded-response answers are scored using com-
puter programs that read the studentsô bubbled answers and score them based on 
an answer key. Qualified and trained scorers read and evaluate studentsô answers 
to the performance tasks using a process commonly called hand scoring. 
The total score that a student can receive in Reading, Mathematics, and Science 

ranges from 100 to 500. In FCAT Writing, students receive a score from 1 to 6, a 6 

being the highest possible score. The Reading and Mathematics scores are also 

reported as developmental scale scores that range from 0 ï 3000. Parents can use 

the developmental scale scores to track their childôs progress from year to year. 

When will I know my childôs performance on FCAT? 

Test scores for students and summary scores for schools and districts are distrib-

uted each May. Schools send the student reports home at the end of the school 

year. FCAT results for schools and districts are reported through the media and are 

available on this website: http://fcat.fldoe.org . 

The School Advisory Council and the administration are working with the 
Literacy Council to ensure our School Performance Plan and our Professional De-
velopment Site Plan are designed in a manner that supports our Spartansô needs.
