All four programs offer practice for 

the skills tested on the FCAT and feature lots of activities to help students get the most out of 

their study time. Reading Island offers 37 reading passages with over 250 practice questions. 

Reading Boardwalk contains 60 reading passages and over 500 practice questions to help you 

do your best on the FCAT. Math Navigator contains 140 math questions and features an online 

calculator and a handy formula reference sheet. Science Voyager contains 190 practice ques-

tions, along with vocabulary exercises and 8 lessons on each of the areas tested in the Sun-

shine State Standards.
